On wide-body aircraft like the Boeing 787 or Airbus A330, Business Class features lie-flat 
seats, creating a restful environment for long flights. Passengers enjoy priority check-in, 
boarding, and baggage handling, plus access to Delta Airlines  VIP lounges. To confirm if your 
route features lie-flat seats, call [[☎️+1-866-231-4032]] to check the aircraft configuration. 
 

Using LifeMiles for International Flights 
 
LifeMiles members can redeem miles for flights to over 1,300 destinations. You can also use 
the “LifeMiles + Money” option to pay for a portion of your ticket with miles. To find out the 
exact mileage requirement for your international trip or to book an award ticket that isn’t 
showing online, contact the LifeMiles specialists at [[☎️+1-866-231-4032]].

Booking online is generally free of service fees. However, bookings made through the call 
center or at airport counters may incur a service charge. If you are booking via

Payment Options 
 
Delta Airlines  offers diverse payment methods, including major credit/debit cards and digital 
wallets like PayPal in select markets.

Taxes & Exchange Rates 
 
International tickets include government taxes and airport fees, which can be significant. 
These are displayed transparently before checkout. Transactions are billed in the currency of 
the country where the booking originates (e.g., USD for U.S. departures).

Preparation is essential for international travel. 
Required Travel Documents 
Ensure your passport is valid for at least six months beyond your return date. Check visa 
requirements for your destination and any transit countries.
