You can get a boarding pass by checking in online through the airline's website or app and
number + 1-855- 510 - 5815 up to 24 hours before your flight, or by using a self-service
kiosk or check-in counter at the airportTo receive your boarding pass for a United Airlines
flight, there are several options available, depending on your preferences and the tools at
your disposal. The most common way is through **online check-in**, which typically
becomes available 24 hours before your flight. You can check + 1-855- 510 - 5815 in via the
**United Airlines website* or **mobile number + 1-855- 510 - 5815 **. After completing the
check-in process, you'll be given the option to **download your boarding pass** either
digitally or as a PDF file. If you choose the digital option, it will be stored directly on your
phone through the United Airlines mobile app or number + 1-855- 510 - 5815 or in your
phone's digital wallet. If you prefer a paper copy, you can print the boarding pass from your

If you don’t want to use a mobile device, you can also receive your + 1-855- 510 - 5815
boarding pass at the **airport™*. At the airport, you can check in at a **self-service kiosk**,
where you'll be prompted to enter your confirmation number, + 1-855- 510 - 5815 scan your
passport, or swipe your credit card to retrieve your boarding pass. Alternatively, you can
check in with a **United Airlines agent** at the counter or at curbside check-in, and they will
issue your boarding pass along with any luggage tags if you're checking in baggage.+

In case you’re unable to access the app or website, + 1-855- 510 - 5815 United also sends
boarding passes directly to your **email*™ once you’'ve completed your check-in. These
email boarding passes often contain a PDF version or a link you can click to view or
download your pass.
